Welcome to a brand new school year! I am so excited to have you in my class this year. We will be doing a lot of work to broaden your reading skills, enrich your vocabulary, enhance writing and grammar knowledge and help you prepare for the type of activities you need to succeed when taking your English final exams, Regents exams, PSAT, and the SAT I.

Materials needed:

· Pen or pencil

· 2 different colored highlighters
Homework:

· We have a SAT vocabulary quiz every Friday. The Friday quiz will be on one unit, which we studied during that week. Your homework will be to study those words at home.
· We will have a combined SAT vocabulary quiz every Tuesday. This quiz will cover every unit we have studied to date. For example, if Friday’s quiz was on unit 5’s vocabulary words, then Tuesday’s quiz would be on unit 1 – 5. This gives us constant reinforcement of the words which helps you learn them. It also reinforces these words for your English class where you will have them as part of your final exam.
Ways to place out of AIS for the following school year:
· Score a 71 or higher in your English class

· Score a 71 or higher on your English midterm

· Pass the English Regents (11th/12th grade students only)

9th/10th grade students: Students need to accumulate 7 points to remain in AIS the following year. If  they have an average of 60 – 70 in their English class for the first two marking periods, they earn 2 points. If they score an average below 60, they receive 3 points. The mid-year placement exam given in English is weighted very heavily. Students receive 3 points for a grade between 60 and 70, and 5 points for a grade below 60. Finally, their English and AIS teacher’s recommendations are each worth 2 points.

Grading system:

· 70% class work

· 30% class participation
